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MINUTES OF SYMMES TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 4, 2012
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The meeting was called to order at 5:10 p.m. Elected officials (Trustees and Fiscal
Officer) present were: Mr. Phil Beck, Mr. Kenneth Bryant, Mrs. Jodie Leis, and Mr. John
Borchers. This meeting was held at the Township Safety Center.

Also present:  Brian Elliff - Township Administrator; Robert Malloy - Township Law
Director; Carol Sims - Township Assistant Fiscal Officer; Bill Pitman - Director of
Public Works; Lt. Thomas Butler - Hamilton County Sheriff's Department; Otto Huber -
Chief, Loveland Symmes Fire Department.

MRS. LEIS moved to open the Public Hearing to receive input on desired locations for
sidewalks in Symmes Township.

JENNIFER WOLSKI, 9927 HUMPHREY - Expressed concern about the impact of a
sidewalk along Humphrey Road especially on her family farm. Ms. Wolski stated it is
important to preserve the rural history of Symmes Township. Ms. Wolski requested the
Board not install a sidewalk in front of her property.

MARY LAHITA WHITE, 9876 HUMPHREY - Advised she has been a resident since
1986 and have been friends with the Wolski family and understand these concerns.
However, traffic has greatly increased and there is a need for a sidewalk due to safety
concerns.

ANDY SWALLOW, 9783 PINTO - Stated a sidewalk is needed in this area in order to
create a community feel and to increase pedestrian safety. The preliminary design work
has been done and the majority of this project is within the public right-of-way.

BIBIANE WOLSKI, 9927 HUMPHREY - Stated she would like to have the family
homestead preserved and asked the Board to consider this when making a decision.

RICK SCHEST, 9919 WALNUTRIDGE - Stated a sidewalk is needed in this area due to safety
concerns.

MATT McGOFF, 9995 ALYDAR - Agreed there is a need for sidewalk due to safety concerns.

KAREN BULLOCK, 9839 HUMPHREY - Expressed concern about safety of people who
jog/walk in this area.

MIKE HAMMER, 9938 ALYDAR - Stated that a sidewalk in this area would unite the various
neighborhoods.

RON CECA, 9924 HUNTERSRUN - Stated there needs to be a safe access to the Hopewell Park
and the sidewalk should be extended.

BOB HENDON - Advised he was the President of the Cincinnati-Hamilton County Library
Board. Mr. Hendon stated they would like to see the sidewalk extended from the Symmes
Branch library to Montgomery Road. Mr. Hendon noted they would be willing to grant any
necessary easements.

TARA KESSLER - Advised she was the Branch Manager of the library and stated she was very
excited about the possibility of a sidewalk in front of the library.

CHRIS HOLT - Advised he previously worked for the library and people have always expressed
interest in a sidewalk.



SUSAN JOHNSTAL, 11963 CARRINGTON - Reminded the Board she had previously spoke to
the Board regarding a sidewalk in her subdivision. This small section would give great
accessibility to public spaces for many residents. Additionally, a sidewalk along
Mason-Montgomery Road would provide accessibility to the Seven Gables Park.

ANGELA RADADOVICH, 8508 MEADOWBLUFF - Stated she would like to see a sidewalk
along Fields Ertel. Mrs. Radadovich advised a sidewalk along the section of Snider Road
between Kemper and Fields Ertel Road would be nice; however, this would be difficult due to
the terrain.

LINDA KIRTLEY, 10844 OAK VALLEY - Advised she has lived in the Township for twenty
years and they have no access to anything. Mrs. Kirtley stated they would love to be able to
walk to the library and other places in the Township.

MR. BRYANT stated he felt this forum was a great way to receive input. There is limited
funding; however, there are grants available. The Township received a grant from OKI for
sidewalks along Montgomery Road which will be installed next spring. This will connect many
neighborhoods to public places. Mr. Bryant further stated that the sidewalk in front of the
library might be a good project for the Safer Routes to School grant.

MR. BECK thanked everyone for coming to the meeting. Mr. Beck stated that the Board has
received many comments regarding future sidewalk plans. A proposed sidewalk plan will be
discussed in the Board's regular meeting later tonight. This plan outlines the guidelines for

future sidewalk extensions. The comments received tonight will assist in deciding priorities.

MR. BORCHERS also thanked the residents for coming to the meeting and giving the
Board an opportunity to hear comments and suggestions.

MRS. LEIS thanked the residents for attending and giving input.

The public hearing was closed at 6:55 p.m. and the regular meeting was called to order at
7:00 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING

MRS. LEIS moved to open the Public Hearing for Symmes #2012-01, Text Amendment -
Article XVIII at 7:02 p.m.

BRYAN SNYDER, HAMILTON COUNTY ZONING - Presented the report for the
proposed text amendment which would allow for the appointment of alternate members
to both the Zoning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals. The current
commissions contain five (5) members and the Ohio Revised Code allows for these
appointment of alternates.

Mr. Snyder reminded the Board that this text change was initiated by the Board of
Trustees on October 2, 2012 by adoption of Resolution G2012-28. The Township
Zoning Commission, at its October 17 meeting, moved to initiate a text amendment to
Acrticle XVII1 of the Zoning Code.

Mr. Snyder reviewed the proposed changes to various sections with Article XVIII. Mr.
Snyder stated that new sections have been added that regulate the length of the
appointment for the Zoning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals members
including the alternates. The proposed new regulations include replacement, voting
rights and removal process of both board members and alternates to these commissions.

Mr. Snyder advised that the Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission (HCRPC)
voted to approve this text amendment; however, it expressed concerns regarding some of
the proposed language within the text. The Township Law Director was present at the
Zoning Commission's meeting and stated that this language was appropriate. The
Zoning Commission reviewed the recommendation from HCRP Commission, as well as



this testimony, and recommended approval of the text amendment as initiated by the
Township.

MR. BRYANT questioned what language was objected by HCRPC.

MR. MALLOY stated that HCRPC expressed concern regarding specific parts outlining
when alternates would serve. Mr. Malloy advised he was not present at the HCRPC
meeting and therefore was unable to explain the Township's position. Mr. Malloy stated
that this was explained to the Township Zoning Commission and the proposed text
amendment was approved unanimously.

MR. SNYDER stated that HCRPC has a standard recommendation that these specifics
are included within the Zoning Code; but rather in the Organization Rules. The
proposed language before the Board tonight is the language proposed by the Township
Law Director.

MR. BRYANT stated he was questioning this to make certain that this change to the
Zoning Code could not be challenged.

MR. SNYDER noted that the Township Law Director has stated that by adopting this proposed
language it could not be challenged.

There being no public commend, the Public Hearing was adjourned at 7:10 p.m. and the regular
meeting proceeded.

ZONING AND PLANNING ISSUES

MRS. LEIS moved to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION Z2012-01

Resolution Approving
Symmes Case #2012-01
Text Amendment, Article XVIII

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Symmes Township, Hamilton County, Ohio,
heard Case No. Symmes 2012-01, a text amendment to Article XVI1I (Symmes Township Board
of Zoning Appeals) in the Symmes Township Zoning Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission on November 1,
2012, at its regular meeting recommended approval of said Text Amendment, with
modifications; and

WHEREAS, the Symmes Township Zoning Commission on November 7, 2012 held
a public hearing and recommended approval of said Text Amendment as initiated; and

WHEREAS, on December 4, 2012, the Board of Trustees of Symmes
Township held a public hearing and reviewed said Text Amendment and
recommendations of the Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission and Symmes
Township Zoning Commission; and

WHEREAS the proposed text amendment was initiated by the Board of
Trustees of Symmes Township in order to provide for appointment of alternate members
to the Symmes Township Zoning Commission and the Symmes Township Board of
Zoning Appeals pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Sections 519.04 and 519.13.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of
Symmes Township, Hamilton County, Ohio:

Section 1. Hereby concurs with the recommendation of the Symmes
Township Zoning Commission and approves the text amendment contained in Exhibit
"A" hereto.

Section 2. Directs the Township Fiscal Officer to forward a certified copy of
this Resolution to the appropriate agencies.

Section 3. Hereby authorizes the expenditure of funds necessary to meet the
requirements of the Ohio Revised Code concerning filing of text amendment with the
County Recorder.

MR. BRYANT seconded the motion.

MR. BECK noted that this change will allow for the Board to appoint an alternate to
these commissions and they will not need to worry about having a quorum at meetings.

MR. ELLIFF stated that when Staff is aware of a regular member being absent this
resolution will allow us to contact the alternate to insure a quorum.

The roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - ‘aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

OLD BUSINESS

MR. ELLIFF thanked the Board for allowing residents to provide input. Mr. Elliff
referred the Board to the proposed Sidewalk Plan. Mr. Elliff stated that, if adopted by
the Board, would become the new Township Sidewalk Plan and would replace the



current plan.

Mr. Elliff advised that Attachment "B" to the Plan is a recommendation based on
received public support and the recommendation from Staff.

MR. BECK noted that sidewalks are mentioned in the Township Master Plan. Due to
limited funding, it takes 3-4 years to save up the necessary funds for construction. Mr.
Beck stated this plan provides a listing of priorities which have been discussed by the
Board over the last several years. Mr. Beck stated he would be in favor of approving
this Sidewalk Plan.

MR. BRYANT stated he felt there needs to be additional effort to prioritize the list and to
review proposed costs. Mr. Bryant expressed concern that this proposed plan has not
been made available to the residents for their input. There are several requests which are
not being recommended by Staff.

MRS. LEIS stated she felt that this plan should be placed on the website for the residents.

MR. BRYANT stated that he felt the residents needed to be made aware that this listing is not
prioritized.

MRS. LEIS questioned when the Board would prioritize the list.
MR. BECK stated he felt the plan should be approved first.
MR. BRYANT stated he felt it was important to look at revenue sources.

MRS. LEIS moved to approved the 2013 Sidewalk Plan as amended to reflect that the listing is
in alphabetical order and to remove the resident input section. Mr. Beck seconded the motion
and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - ‘aye'; Mr. Beck - ‘aye'; Mr. Bryant - 'aye'.

MR. BECK reminded the Board that three years ago the Township constructed a portion of
sidewalk on Humphrey Road as it met the established criteria. The original design provided
preliminary documents for Phase Il of this project. There has been much comment received
from residents in this area asking the Board to complete the sidewalk along Humphrey Road.
There has also been requests for a sidewalk on Enyart Road by the school and library.

Mr. Beck noted that the financial committement to the Ohio Department of Transportation for
the Montgomery Road sidewalk appears to be less. Mr. Beck stated he would be in favor of
having Staff research the possibility of including the construction of a sidewalk on Enyart Road
with the Montgomery Road sidewalk project.

MR. BORCHERS stated there is approximately $285,000 in the Road Levy fund to commit to
future sidewalks. Mr. Borchers reminded the Board that this levy will expire in 2013 and there
will be no additional money coming into this fund unless the Board places a levy before the
voters.

MR. BECK stated he felt the Humphrey Road Phase Il would be less than this amount; however,
these plans need to be updated in order to determine an better estimate.

MRS. LEIS stated she is in favor of both of these; however, the Board needs additional
information before making a decision.

MR. BRYANT stated he is also in favor and that it is important for the Township to look into
possible grants.

The Board agreed it needs to determine if Enyart sidewalk could be combined with Montgomery
Road and if not, if there are any available grants. The Board further agreed that Humphrey
Road Phase Il preliminary drawings and cost estimate needs to be updated.

The Board directed the Township Administator to research these issues.



MRS. LEIS moved to adopt the following resolution:

Brian Elliff shall receive for services as Township Administrator
the compensation and benefits set forth in the Employment Agreement as amended.

MR. BRYANT seconded the motion.

MR BORCHERS advised the Board took action at the last meeting to approve an
amendment to the Administrator's contract by granting raises to employees.

MR. BORCHERS stated the Board needs to approve a Temporary Appropriation
measure in order to expend money next year. The Temporary Appropriations are based
on the Budget and Permanent Appropriations will be presented in March.

MRS. LEIS moved to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION T2012-01

Resolution Establishing Fire Lanes
on Township Roads

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Sec. 505.17 provides authority for the Board of
Trustees to make such regulations and orders as are necessary to control all vehicle parking in
the Township, including parking on established roadways proximate to buildings on private
property as necessary to provide access to the property by public safety vehicles and equipment,
if the property is used for commercial purposes, the public is permitted to use such parking area,
and accommodations for more than ten motor vehicles is provided, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees have by various and sundry Resolutions established



said parking regulations over certain Township roads and private property used for commercial
purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Symmes Township wishes to expand the
previously established regulations to include new roadways as set forth therein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Trustees of Symmes Township,
Hamilton County, State of Ohio, that:

Section 1. That fire lanes be established and that no parking
shall be permitted along the curbs and other areas as indicated upon the site
plan attached hereto as Exhibit A and on the roadway listed on Exhibit A
which is made part of this Resolution.

Section 2. The no parking areas established by this Resolution shall be further
designated by means of traffic control devices and markings conforming to Section 4511.09 of the
Ohio Revised Code.

Section 3. This Resolution shall be subject to the limitations, restrictions, and
exceptions in Sections 4511.01 to 4511.76 and 4513.02 to 4513.37 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 4. Whoever violates the provisions of this resolution is guilty of a minor
misdemeanor.

Section 5. Fines levied and collected for violation of this resolution shall be paid into
the Township General Revenue Fund.

Section 6. This Resolution shall be posted by the Township Fiscal Officer in five
conspicuous public places in the Township for thirty days prior to becoming effective, and
shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the Township for three consecutive
weeks.

MR. BRYANT seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - ‘aye’;
Mr. Beck - ‘aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MARY JANE JAMES, 9260 LIBERTY HILL COURT - Stated she was not aware of the
procedure and questioned how the fire lanes would be reflected. Mrs. James noted that
this issue started because of driveways being blocked and some residents are now
re-thinking this request.

CHIEF HUBER stated the curbs would not be painted for the fire lanes - signage would
be posted.

MRS. LEIS advised that the Fire and Police Departments reviewed the request and
recommended the fire lanes which were just adopted by the Board.

MRS. LEIS noted the first meeting in January would fall on a holiday. Mrs. Leis moved
to hold the regular January meeting on January 8, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. Mr. Bryant
seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck -
‘aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MR. BORCHERS stated that he is requesting a special meeting be scheduled in
December for possible year-end adjustments. Mr. Borchers recommended the Board
consider sometime the week of December 17 and that this meeting also include approval
of expenditures and minutes.

MRS. LEIS moved to hold a special meeting on December 18, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. for the
purpose of approving expenditures, minutes and for making necessary year-end
adjustments. Mr. Beck seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs.
Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - 'aye'.



MR. BORCHERS advised the Board needs to take additional action as a result of the
recent bond refinancing and the requirement of to make 2012 bond payments for interest
and principal from TIF funds. Mr. Borchers provided the Board with information
regarding the necessary actions and noted these need to be retroactive as payments were
due prior to this meeting.

MR. LEIS moved to transfer $22,307.80 from 14-A-04B (TIF-Interest) to 14-A-01B
(TIF-Principal) retroactive to November 21, 2012. Mr. Beck seconded the motion and
the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MRS. LEIS moved to transfer $20,000.00 from 14-A-04D (TIF-Misc-Interest) to
14-A-01D (TIF-Misc-Principal) retroactive to November 21, 2012. Mr. Bryant
seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck -
‘aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MRS. LEIS moved to amend Permanent Appropriation 14-A-01D (TIF-Misc-Principal)
from $2,275,835.09 to $2,758,527.29 retroactive to November 21, 2012. Mr. Beck
seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck -
‘aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MRS. LEIS moved to authorize the Township Administrator to enter into an agreement
with VO Builders for the clean-up at 9237 Solon Drive and to approve an expenditure in
an amount not to exceed $9,900.00 for said services. Mr. Beck seconded the motion.

MR. BRYANT questioned if Staff received any other proposals for this work.

MR. ELLIFF stated the Township received three proposals and this contractor provided
the best proposal.

The roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - ‘aye’; Mr. Beck - 'aye’; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MR. ELLIFF reminded the Board of previous comments regarding the residents having the
ability to have word search capability on our website. Our consultant has recommended the
Google based search engine.

MRS. LEIS stated she thought it was a good idea.
MR. BECK requested that this "search™ block be very clear on the website.
MR. ELLIFF stated the set up fee would be $500.00 and the annual fee would be $200.00.

MRS. LEIS moved to authorize the Township Administrator to enter into an agreement to
provide search capability on website and to approve an expenditure in an amount not to exceed
$700.00. Mr. Beck seconded the motion and the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - ‘aye'’;
Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - 'aye'.

MRS. LEIS moved to authorize the Township Administrator to enter into an agreement with
Amerilect, Inc. for the installation of drain pipe in Home of the Brave Park and to approve an
expenditure in the amount of $2,200.00 for said service. Mr. Bryant seconded the motion and
the roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MRS. LEIS stated the entrance to the Home of the Brave Park is not attractive and requested
Staff to look improvement suggestions.

MRS. LEIS moved to authorize the Township Administrator to enter into a one year agreement
with LA Supply for 2013 residential yard waste drop off and to approve an expenditure in the
amount of $10,800.00 for said service. Mr. Bryant seconded the motion and the roll call vote
was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - ‘aye'.

MRS. LEIS moved to approve:

Mr. Borchers noted this was not included in the budget; however, the
Board has approve such a request in the past. Mr. Borchers advised that the approval
"pending receipt and review" will allow him to discuss this with the Fire Department.

MR. BRYANT agreed there should be some type of accounting and that the Fiscal
Officer should review before this expenditure is made.

BECK noted that the Township has recently changed the job descriptions and this
position will perform duties beyond part-time, will shore up existing workload and will



address employee safety issue when there is only one person in the office.

MR. BRYANT noted that he will vote no because the expanded job description does not
warrant this full time position and if it did, there is a lower cost means to accomplish
instead of this change.

The roll call vote was as follows: Mrs. Leis - 'aye'; Mr. Beck - 'aye'; Mr. Bryant - 'nay".
